2.   Domestic Violence and Abuse
· Abuse is a violation of individuals human and civil rights by any other person or persons.
· Domestic violence is any incident of threatening behaviour, violence or abuse (psychological/physical/sexual/financial/ emotional) between adult intimate partners and close family members.  
· Domestic violence sometimes involves the misuse of power and exercise of control in a relationship. It is rarely a one off incident. Evidence suggests that it is a pattern of abuse, and intimidation that becomes more severe over time.

· Recent research has suggested that 1 in 4 women and 1 in 6 men will experience domestic violence during their lifetime.
· Every minute in the UK, the Police receive a call from the public for assistance for domestic violence.
· At least 150 women and 28 men per year in the UK are murdered by their partner or ex-partner.
· The annual cost of domestic violence for England and Wales is £25 billion pounds. Domestic violence costs Bury £87 million pounds each year. 
3.   Hope DV programme - Best Practice
· Hope DV was developed alongside Wigan Council and GMP Police and Probation Services.
· Clinical team of experienced forensic consultant clinical psychologists and senior therapists. We have years of experience of working with domestic abuse across a wide range of settings.
· All personnel are nationally registered with the Health Professions Council (HPC), British Psychological Society (BPS) and/or the British Association for Counselling and Psychotherapy (BACP).  
· We are members of Respect the UK membership association for domestic violence and support services.

4.   Hope Domestic Violence Programme 
· Hope DV is a new intensive 12 month treatment programme for male perpetrators of domestic violence (DV).
· In addition, the service provides a fully integrated support service and therapies for the partners and children of all the men on Hope DV.
· It is a pilot service based in Bury and set in the context of Bury Council's Early Intervention Strategy for children and young people. The 2011 pilot will work with 12 families on the brink of legal proceedings where domestic abuse is a significant risk factor.
· Domestic violence has distinct typologies or types that require a flexible and adaptable approach to treatment that is therapeutic and educational. 
· Hope DV is a multi-agency approach to managing and treating moderate to high risk men in the community.
· Multi-agency approach sharing best practice and information. Including weekly risk assessment updates to outside partners. 
· Hope Model is founded on a combined Social Cognitive Model and Strengths Based Approach. We also use Cognitive Behavioural Therapy (CBT).
