You will co-ordinate a multi agency response that aims to reduce and manage the risk identified.  This involves risk assessment, safety planning, attending court with victims, advising on housing and legal options and service planning.
You must have extensive experience of planning and delivering caseloads, with strong crisis management skills and an understanding of the needs of victims experiencing domestic violence.
